The mosque's impressive 39-foot-high
iwan, a covered pillared portico, is a striking example of Central
Asian architecture. Afterward, we'll explore the Ark Citadel, an
ancient structure that served as the residence of Bukhara's rulers for
over a millennium. Following lunch, we'll head to the renowned
Kalyan Square, where we'll be awed by the impressive Kalyan
Minaret, often referred to as the Tower of Death, along with the
Kalyan Mosque and the Mir-i-Arab Madrasa.
