Symphony of Stones, basalt columns formed from lava flows that reach up to 50 meters high.

We’ll then enjoy a presentation on the making and tasting of Armenian lavash, a soft, unleavened flatbread baked in a traditional
ground oven called a Toner. Savor the freshly baked lavash with homemade cheese and herbs, followed by a delicious country-style
lunch.

After lunch, we will tour the UNESCO World Heritage site of Geghard Monastery, dating from the fourth century AD and carved into
the mountainside. Our visit will be highlighted by a live performance of medieval Armenian Gregorian spiritual chants by a local choir
in one of the cave chambers of Geghard.
