Before enjoying dinner as a group, we will indulge in a delightful
carriage ride tour, immersing ourselves in the city’s charm and history.

The following day, guided by a local expert, we will embark on a walking tour of the historic walled old town. Uncover the hidden
history of Cartagena as we visit iconic landmarks such as Puerta Del Reloj, Plaza San Pedro Claver with its stunning Church, and
Plaza Bolivar. After lunch, our adventure continues with a drive to the impressive Castillo San Felipe, the largest Spanish fortification
in the Americas, built in the 17th century. Our tour concludes with a visit to the 17th-century Convent of La Popa, perched atop the
city’s highest point, offering breathtaking views of the bay, Old Town, and the Caribbean Sea beyond.

BETWEEN 150 AND 90 DAYS: AJ retains the deposit and the initial payment, and holds the Airplane Registration Fee
as a credit for 12 months from the client's cancellation date.

BETWEEN 89 AND 60 DAYS: AJ retains 50% of the Journey cost and holds the Airplane Registration Fee as a credit
for 12 months from the client's cancellation date.

BETWEEN 59 AND 30 DAYS: AJ retains 100% of the Journey cost and holds the Airplane Registration Fee as a credit
for 12 months from the client’s cancellation date.

LESS THAN 30 DAYS BEFORE DEPARTURE: AJ retains 100% of the Journey cost and the full Airplane Registration Fee

FOR JOURNEYS LASTING MORE THAN 40 DAYS
